Allan Rock, Canadian Ambassador to the United Nations 

to address a public forum on the future of the UN Reform

Ottawa, 2004 June 8 - The United Nations Association in Canada will present a public lecture by His Excellency Allan Rock, Ambassador and Permanent Representative of Canada to the United Nations.  Mr. Rock’s address,  “A Fork in the Road: Prospects for U.N. Renewal”, will explore Canada’s role in making the United Nations more effective as the primary organization through which to deal with new and emerging challenges of the 21st century

Prior to his appointment as Ambassador, Allan Rock, as Member of Parliament for the Toronto riding of Etobicoke Centre, served as Canada’s Minister of Industry, following terms as Minister of Health and as Minister of Justice and General Attorney. As Canada’s Ambassador to the United Nations Headquarters in New York, Mr. Rock promotes a foreign policy that looks to advance Canada’s security, culture, and economic and social values through the UN’s multilateral framework. 

Kate White, Executive Director of UNA-Canada, will offer additional remarks. We are also pleased to have VJ Jennifer Hollett, from Much Music (and a former Model UNer), as moderator of the event.
