Keeping the Peace

The Situation:

Palta and Frica are two coastal countries that are neighbours. For years, they have been arguing over the amount of fishing their people are able to do in the shared ocean off of their shores.

They bring their dispute to the UN’s International Court of Justice, hoping that the judges who work there can settle the argument in a fair way.

Act It Out!

Choose roles for each person in your group so that there are Paltans, Fricans and Judges. Prepare to act out the situation for the rest of the class. Remember, actions only – no words!

UN Doctors and Nurses:

Helping the Sick

The Situation:

There has just been a terrible earthquake in the country of Torpa. Many people have been injured, and diseases are spreading quickly in the aftermath.

Just one day after the quake, the UN’s World Health Organization (WHO) sends an emergency team of doctors and nurses into Torpa to care for the injured and stop the spread of diseases.

Act It Out!

Choose roles for each person in your group so that there are Torpans, Doctors and Nurses. Prepare to act out the situation for the rest of the class. Remember, actions only – no words!

UN Farmers:

Helping Grow Food

The Situation:

The country of Baben is very poor, and many people do not have enough food and water. Currently, famine is worse than ever because it hasn’t rained in three months.

The UN’s Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) have just sent in farmers to help Babenians build skills and knowledge to produce more food. 

Act It Out!

Choose roles for each person in your group so that there are Babenians and Farmers. Prepare to act out the situation for the rest of the class. Remember, actions only – no words!

UN Engineers:

Providing Shelter

The Situation:

The country of Ruda is very poor. In its capital city, Rudaville, many people are without proper houses, access to drinking water or sewage systems.

The UN’s Centre for Human Settlements (Habitat), along with the UN Development Programme (UNDP) have just sent a team of engineers to Rudaville to help build homes and provide plumbing systems.

Act It Out!

Choose roles for each person in your group so that there are Rudanites and Engineers. Prepare to act out the situation for the rest of the class. Remember, actions only – no words!

UN Scientists:

Protecting the Environment

The Situation:

The Arapan Forest, one of the largest and most important in the world, is feared to be getting very polluted. It seems that many of its plants and animals are disappearing.

The UN Environment Programme (UNEP) sends in a team of scientists to test the ground, rivers and air for toxins and also to count plants and animals. At the same time, the International Maritime Organization (IMO) sends scientists to test for pollution in the nearby Arapan Sea.

Act It Out!

Choose roles for each person in your group so that there are Forest Scientists and Ocean Scientists. Prepare to act out the situation for the rest of the class. Remember, actions only – no words!
